
Government Notice No. 144 of 2014 

 

THE CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY DEVELOPMENT BOARD ACT 

 

Regulations made by the Minister, after consultation with  

the Council, under section 34 of the Construction  

Industry Development Board Act 

 

1. Short title 

 

These regulat ions may be cited as the Construct ion Industry Development 

Board (Registrat ion of  Consultants and Contractors) Regulat ions 2014. 

 

2. Interpretation 
 

In these regulat ions –  

 

“ Act”  means the Construct ion Industry Development Board Act;  

 

“ engineer”  means a person registered as a civil, electrical or mechanical 

engineer under the Registered Professional Engineers Council Act;  

 

“ joint venture consultant”  means an associat ion of, or a proposed 

associat ion of, 2 or more consultants w hich intends to undertake 

consultancy services for one project;  

 

“ joint venture contractor”  means an associat ion of, or a proposed 

associat ion of, 2 or more contractors w hich intends to undertake 

construct ion w orks for one project;  

 

“ professional architect”  has the same meaning as in the Professional 

Architects’  Council Act; 

 

“ professional quantity surveyor”  has the same meaning as in the 

Professional Quantity Surveyors’  Council Act  2013; 

 

“ project manager”  means a person w ho –  

 

(a) (i) holds a degree or an equivalent qualif icat ion in the f ield of  

project management, after studies of a durat ion of at least 3 

years from a recognised university or inst itut ion; and 

 

(ii) has at least 4 years’  post -qualif icat ion relevant pract ical 

experience in the construct ion industry;  

 

(b) (i) holds a post graduate degree or an equivalent qualif icat ion in 

the f ield of project management from a recognised university 

or inst itut ion; and 
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(ii) has at least 4 years’  post-qualif icat ion pract ical experience in 

the construct ion industry;  

 

(c) (i) is a professional architect, an engineer or a professional 

quantity surveyor, as the case may be; and 

 

(ii) (A) has at least 6 years’  post-qualif icat ion pract ical 

experience in the construct ion industry; and 

 

(B) has provided project management services on at least 

2 construct ion projects during the last 10 years 

preceding the date of the coming into operation of  

these regulat ions; or 

 

(d) (i) holds a diploma or an equivalent qualif icat ion in the 

construct ion f ield or any f irst degree from a recognised 

university or inst itut ion; and 

 

(ii) (A) has at least 12 years’  post-qualif icat ion pract ical 

experience in the construct ion industry; and 

 

(B) has provided project management services on at least 

3 construct ion projects during the past 12 years 

preceding the date of  the coming into operation of  

these regulat ions; 

 

“ relevant enactment”  means the Professional Architects’  Council Act, 

Professional Quant ity Surveyors’  Council Act  2013 and Registered 

Professional Engineers Council Act; 

 

“ respective f ield”  means the f ield of architecture, civil engineering, 

electrical engineering, mechanical engineering, project management in 

construct ion or quantity surveying. 

 

3. Registration of consultant or contractor 

 

(1) (a) No f irm of architects shall be registered as a consultant in 

the f ield of architecture unless the f irm is under the control of a professional 

architect. 

 

(b) No f irm of engineers shall be registered as a consultant in 

the f ield of civil, electrical or mechanical engineering unless the f irm is under the 

control of a civil, electrical or mechanical engineer, as the case may be.  

 

(c) No f irm of project management shall be registered as a 

consultant in the f ield of project management in construct ion unless the f irm is 

under the control of a project manager. 
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(d) No f irm of quantity surveyors shall be registered as a 

consultant in the f ield of quantity surveying unless the f irm is under the control 

of a professional quantity surveyor. 

 

(2) For the purpose of  sect ion 19 of the Act, an applicat ion for 

registrat ion as a –  

 

(a) consultant in the f ield of architecture, civil engineering, 

electrical engineering, mechanical engineering, project  

management in construct ion or quantity surveying, as the 

case may be, shall be made in such form as the Council may 

approve; 

 

(b) contractor in the classes of w orks of building construct ion 

w orks, civil engineering construct ion w orks, mechanical 

w orks or electrical w orks, as the case may be, shall be made 

in such form as the Council may approve. 

 

(3) An applicat ion made under paragraph (2) shall be accompanied by 

the appropriate non-refundable processing fee specif ied in the Schedule.  

 

(4) (a) The Council shall, w ithin 30 days from the date w here all 

necessary information is obtained, determine the applicat ion. 

 

(b) Where the Council grants the applicat ion, it  shall not ify the 

applicant of its decision in w rit ing. 

 

(c) An applicant, shall w ithin 30 days f rom the date of 

notif icat ion, pay the appropriate registrat ion fee specif ied in the Schedule, failing 

w hich the grant of the applicat ion shall lapse. 

 

(5) Where an applicant applies for one or more areas of specialisat ion 

under a class of w ork and complies w ith the requirements thereof, the Council 

shall, in addit ion to registering the applicant as a contractor in his respective 

class and grade, register him in those areas of specialisat ion subject to payment 

of the appropriate fee specif ied in the Schedule.  

 

4. Provisional or temporary registration of foreign consultant or foreign 

contractor 

 

(1) For the purpose of section 20(2) of the Act, an applicat ion for 

provisional registrat ion or temporary registrat ion shall be accompanied by the 

non-refundable processing fee specif ied in the Schedule.  
 

(2) The Council shall, w ithin 14 days from the date w here all 

necessary information is obtained, determine the applicat ion.  
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(3) For the purpose of  section 20(3) of the Act, a cert if icate of  

provisional registrat ion or temporary registrat ion shall be issued on payment of 

the appropriate fee specif ied in the Schedule. 

 

5. Registration of joint venture consultant and joint venture contractor 

 

(1) An applicat ion for registrat ion as a joint venture consultant or joint 

venture contractor shall be -  

 

(a) made before bidding for a project; 

 

(b) in relat ion to one project  only; and 

 

(c) made in such form and manner as the Council may approve.  

 

(2) Where any party to a joint venture is a non-cit izen, the applicat ion 

for registrat ion under paragraph (1) shall also be accompanied by an applicat ion, 

from the foreign party to the joint venture, for provisional registrat ion in such 

form as the Council may approve. 

 

(3) (a) The Council shall, w ithin 14 days from the date w here all 

necessary information is obtained, determine the applicat ion. 

 

(b) Where the applicant complies w ith the requirements 

specif ied under the Act, these regulat ions and any relevant enactment, the 

Council shall issue, on such terms and condit ions as it  may determine, a 

cert if icate of provisional registrat ion to the applicant.  

 

(4) (a) Where a joint venture consultant or joint venture contractor 

is aw arded a contract  for the project, it  shall apply for a cert if icate of temporary 

registrat ion in such form as the Council may approve.  

 

(b) The Council may grant the applicat ion and shall, on such 

terms and condit ions as it  may determine and on payment of the appropriate 

registrat ion fee specif ied in the Schedule, issue a cert if icate of temporary 

registrat ion. 

 

(c) The cert if icate referred to in subparagraph (b) shall be valid 

for the durat ion of the project. 
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6. Renewal of registration 

 

(1) An applicat ion for the renew al of a cert if icate issued under these 

regulat ions shall be made, in such form and manner as the Council may 

approve, w ithin one month before the date of expiry of the exist ing cert if icate. 

 

(2) The Council may renew  a cert if icate of registrat ion on payment of 

the appropriate renew al fee specif ied in the Schedule. 

 

7. New field and area of specialisation 

 

(1) An applicat ion made by a contractor for a new  class of w orks, new  

grade or an addit ional area of specialisat ion shall be made in such form and 

manner as the Council may approve. 

 

(2) Where the Council grants an applicat ion made under paragraph (1), 

it  shall, on payment of the appropriate fee specif ied in the Schedule, issue, on 

such terms and condit ions as it  may determine, a new  cert if icate of registrat ion 

to the contractor. 

 

8. Display of certificate 

 

A cert if icate of registrat ion issued under these regulat ions shall be 

conspicuously displayed at the off ice of the holder of the cert if icate.  

 

9. Notice 

 

(1) Where any f irm undertakes consultancy services w ithout  

being –  

 

(a) registered as a consultant in its respective f ield;  

 

(b) provisionally or temporarily registered as a foreign consultant  

in its respective f ield; or 

 

(c) registered as a joint venture consultant in its respective f ield,  

 

the Council may require, by notice, the f irm to cease forthw ith from undertaking 

those consultancy services, failing w hich it  shall commit an offence.  

 

(2) Where any person undertakes construct ion w orks w ithout  

being –  

 

(a) registered as a contractor; 

 

(b) provisionally or temporarily registered as a foreign 

contractor; or 
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(c) registered as a joint venture contractor,  

 

the Council may require, by notice, the person to cease forthw ith from 

undertaking those construct ion w orks, failing w hich he shall commit an offence. 

 

10. Offences 

 

Any person w ho contravenes these regulat ions shall commit an offence 

and shall, on convict ion, be liable to a f ine not exceeding 50,000 rupees and to 

imprisonment for a term not exceeding 12 months. 

 

11. Commencement 

 

These regulat ions shall come into operation on 1 August 2014.
